Passover Feast
was to be an “ordinance”
to be remembered forever.
Parents were to instruct
their children from generation to generation, telling them
the grand story of redemption—about the death angel
passing over each house to spare their first-born.

The repetition of this Passover Feast from year to year
prepared the Jews to receive the true Lamb, Jesus Christ.

It is significant that Christ’s death on Calvary occurred
on Passover day.

From the garden of Eden there is

a trail of blood for our redemption.

Adam’s son Abel sacrificed a lamb.

Noah and Abraham made animal
sacrifices. In Egypt, the blood of a lamb was sprinkled on
doorposts. Later, Israel’s worship included animal sacrifices.

Our Lord Jesus fulfilled all the animal sacrifices
pictured in the Old Testament. Since then, there is no need
for animal sacrifices.

But God’s people were to kill a lamb, then spread
the blood on the sides and top of their door. They were

then to roast the lamb whole (not a bone of its body was Tugﬁnnt Tﬂl&:‘ﬂﬂnirent

to be broken). Then they were to dress for travel and
eat the lamb for supper.

At midnight, the death angel went throughout supper
Egypt, and where there was blood on the door, the
death angel passed over that house. All the Hebrew
first-borns were safe.

But the Egyptians had a horrible night, at every
house the first-born died, including Pharaoh’s son.

Then Pharaoh sent word to Moses, “Take the slaves and
go. Get out of Egypt!”

God’s people heard the message and rejoiced. Their
long awaited permission to leave Egypt had arrived!

Jesus and His apostles observed the Passover supper
the night before His crucifixion. Jesus then transferred

it into a continuing church ordinance, called the Lord’s unleavened bread

Supper. Each time churches observe the Lord’s Supper,
