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To say that this world 
and the universe came 
about by chance is like 
finding a watch in the desert 
and declaring that the parts of the 
watch came into existence by chance, 
then came together by chance, and finally 
by chance they began keeping time.  
That is not logical!  There had to be ability 
(power) and intelligence to make the watch.

Like the universe with its magnitude, details, 
size, variety of designs, order, harmonious 
functions, and precision—all reveal that there 
had to be a Designer, a Creator with infinite 
intelligence and power.
